Å Since we are in the middle of the pack (23%) looking at plan selections as 
a share of potential Marketplace enrollees, we have several leader states 
we can look to, to learn how we can do better.  We can look to FL (39%), 
GA (30%), and KY (27%).  We have many more questions than answers at 
this point.
